It  is  full of breathtaking natural sceneries: beautiful  fjords,  remarkable mountains, 
splendid glaciers, fertile plains and friendly coastal towns. Queenstown, mirrored  in Lake Waikatipu’s placid surface 
against a backdrop of massive  snow‐capped mountain  range,  is New Zealand’s ultimate picturesque  resort area. 
Christchurch  is the  largest city  in the South  Island,  is the old capital of anglicized New Zealand. Dotted with 19th 
century neo‐Gothic architectures and parks, with the Avon river floats serenely through the town center, the city has 
its unique character.
